The Torino Sailplane Grand Prix will be held in aaance with the IGC Rules for Sailplane GP.
Application:

The maximum number of competitors will be 14. Utti# closing date for entries nine of these
places will be reserved for Italian pilots and fplaces reserved for visiting pilots. The entrynior
